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Dear friend of the Wisconsin Donor Network:

I am writing by e-mail to alert you to an issue that is important to Wisconsin. Our state is the
national leader in organ donation and transplant, as you likely know. The successes in
Milwaukee and Madison are tremendous, and they show the generosity of the residents of our
state every day.

There is a movement being pushed through the United Network for Organ Sharing (UNOS), to
take donated livers in Wisconsin and move them to patients in other states for transplant.
According to UNOS itself, this change in policy may reduce the transplants in Wisconsin by as
much as 60%!

As you know, we have worked hard in Milwaukee to earn the trust of donor families, with one
part of our message being that 75% of the organs donated in Milwakee stay here in the local
community. This appears to be important to folks when they think about organ donation. In
particular, our recent success in the African American community (moving from a 20% to a
nearly 70% donation rate) has been based on the message that organs given here are transplanted
here.

A press release is attached, explaining the problem, and asking that you visit the National Organ
Transplant Access Coalition (NOTAC) website at www.notacoalition.org, and follow the links
and use the template to leave a public comment for UNOS opposing proposals 2 and 3. This
should only take a moment, and should be simple. The deadline is Friday, April 24th!

Help us keep the life-saving benefit of organ donation here in Wisconsin, where the neediest
patients in the state will be benefited by the generosity of their neighbors.
